  THE 'SHAMING JUDGE' SPEAKS TO TOPEKA CRIME STOPPERS MAY 15TH

Houston Texas Judge Ted Poe, famous for sentences that involve public humiliation for the convicted criminal, will be the featured speaker at the annual Crime Stopper's banquet.

Poe gained international attention for sentencing shoplifters to stand in front of the store they robbed with signs proclaiming their crimes or having wife-beaters publicly apologize. He says since he began his shaming ways, very few of those he sentences return to a life of crime. 

Poe's interest in “publicly humiliating criminals” started when he sentenced a man who had beaten his wife. 

"It was obvious she was embarrassed by his conduct and he was not embarrassed by his conduct," says the judge. He forced the man both to serve jail time and to apologize to his wife in public. "After he did that," says Poe, "he was humiliated, and he didn't like it at all." 

The "Shaming Judge" will share his crime fighting and sentencing philosophy May 15th at the Topeka Holidome at 6th and Fairlawn.

The 21st annual Crime Stoppers of Greater Topeka fundraising banquet begins at 6pm with a social hour, then diner at 7pm and Judge Poe's speech shortly afterward.
